"Mr. Krisda" set a dateline within one month for his executive officers to brainstorm in solving the over supply problem due to farmers do not have any production plan.
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Mr. Krisada Boonrat, Minister of Agriculture and Cooperatives send a message, through the application line, to the Permanent Secretary and executive officers of the Ministry of Agriculture and Cooperatives both in central and regional regarding planning and following up the production plan to solve the problems caused by agriculture. Currently, the Ministry of Agriculture and Cooperatives has found out that farmers conduct agriculture without production plan or farming with unforeseen market demand/consumer. When the output is overflowing the demand in market causing the price to go down, farmers always claim or force the government to help pay compensation for loss, or pledge, or price guarantee without using reference market price, or demand to use government budget to buy product at market price. 

The governments have already used these measures so many times, but still cannot solve the problems sustainably. At present, there are still requests for help from the farmers grouped by the production season periodically.
Therefore, to assist and protect agricultural workers around 7 million families or 24 million persons which is one of the economic driving forces in Thailand similarly to other professionals, the Permanent Secretary and executive officers of the Ministry of Agriculture and Cooperatives at all levels were instructed to work together for ideas, or brainstorm, or invite relevant Departments including specialists in agricultural economics, representatives from farmers' groups, farmer institutions and resource persons from private sector to collaboratively analyze and find out ways or measures to solve such problems taking into account the following issues: 
1. If the Ministry of Agriculture and Cooperatives and related Departments are going to define the agricultural production plan, what types of plants and/or livestock should be incorporated in the production plan and which Departments should be assigned to, or a Committee from which Departments should be appointed to be responsible for preparing or determining the agricultural production plan of the country.
2. What details or components of the agricultural production plan should be?
3. To consider the Agricultural Economics Act of B.E.2522 and the Farmer Welfare Fund Act of B.E.2554, over which the Ministry of Agriculture and Cooperatives has an autonomous execution, whether any provisions can be applied to implement the agricultural production plan or not. In addition, to study any method which will make farmers follow the agriculture production plan. These may take into consideration strengths and weaknesses of integrated rice planning and/or management of sugarcane problems in accordance with the Sugarcane and Sugar Act.
4. The Ministry of Agriculture and Cooperatives should stipulate criteria or provide incentives to farmers in exchange for or to motivate them in continue farming in correspondence to the agricultural production plan seriously. 

In doing that, the Permanent Secretary of the Ministry of Agriculture and Cooperatives has appointed a Working Group to study the development and to solve the above mentioned agricultural problems within one month. 
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
