


It is illegal to bring many types of fruits, vegetables, plants and plant products into
Thailand without approval from the Department of Agriculture. Most fresh fruits and vegetables
are restricted entry because they may carry various exotic plant pests and diseases. Without
proper pre-shipment treatment and/or certification, they will be confiscated and destroyed in
accordance with the Plant Quarantine Act of Thailand. Passengers travelling on international

flights should aware of Thailand’s plant quarantine requirements when you enter Thailand.

1. Plants are prohibited:
Passengers are not allowed to bring agricultural items indicated below. Any person

who violates shall be fined or imprisoned, or both. All agricultural items which are not: allowed

to bring into Thailand should be confiscated and destroyed without reimbursement.
